Gisele gave a handout from Government Relations on the College Cost Reduction Act. Gisele advised that she has been doing quarterly e-mail blast to keep the membership up to date on what is happening. 

The Training Committee was seeking subject matters for the Spring Training. Gisele reported that Larry Sharp had asked her to confer with the board on the cost effectiveness of the website.

The Speaker’s Bureau has been conducting training and Fran advised that we need a press release to the papers advising who we are serving.

President Elect Report: Debra Wulff advised that College Goal Sunday plans are moving along. Her committee had met the prior week and College Goal Sunday would be February 10th, 2008. She is presently looking for volunteers. Helen Mikulak has consented to be site chair for the year.
