The committee met at the NJASFAA Fall Conference to discuss the planned legislative breakfast.  Several NJASFAA members who were instrumental in the most recent legislative breakfast joined GRC committee members at this meeting. 
Catherine Boscher-Murphy said that there should be 5-6 core participants at the breakfast, people who would plan and attend the breakfast.

Fran Andrea said that her staff is working on a date for the breakfast, most likely to be held in March.

Maribeth Quinn noted that although we do not yet have a date for this event, we should begin planning in earnest.  There is a lot of work that can be done now.  Jim Anderson has the letters that were sent but Gisele Joachim has them as well and agreed to forward them to Mike Livio and Gloria Green.  

Catherine suggested we set up a timeline and assign responsibilities.  As people complete their tasks they should report back to the person maintaining the spreadsheet so the completion can be noted.  
Posters exist from the prior breakfast but will need to be updated.  The facility will provide the easels.  We will need updated photos.

Gisele recommended 3-4 talking points for the event, things that we think are most important.   There should be 6-8 NJASFAA members in attendance at the breakfast representing all sectors.  There should be a couple of people responsible for aggressively encouraging legislators to stop in for a visit.  Robert Alston did this at the last breakfast.   The breakfast should last around two hours.
Gloria Green said that we may not be able to pin down a date until the first of the year.  It will probably be in March but that will be determined by what’s going on in the legislature.  

Maribeth agreed to bring the posters from the previous breakfast to the December meeting of the GRC.  Evelynne Blatt suggested that there be some representation from the HESAA Student Advisory Committee.  There was some discussion pro and con on that suggestion.

Next GRC meeting will take place on December 10th at Princeton Theological Seminary and the committee will go out to lunch after the meeting.
